DIRECTIONS / LOCATION:

The festival site is a beautiful plot of land outside Channahon, IL, which is approximately 6 miles south of Joliet.

In the event of heavy traffic surges alternative exits will be utilized.  Signage on I-55 will direct you to the alternative exits, and signage from these exits will guide you to the festival site.
